9. Revolutionary Era Museum Boards of the local area project – featuring significant people, places, and events – this is for an appetizer, demonstration project. Chairman Baxley:
a. We are in planning with the Morris Center for Lowcountry Heritage in Ridgeland as a local Revolutionary Era history museum graphics demonstration project. Our contacts are Tamara Herring, Executive Director and Kayleigh Vaughn, Director of Exhibitions and Programs, about designing a Jasper-Hampton-Colleton-Beaufort area Revolutionary Era history graphics set to display at the Morris Center. This project not yet approved.
b. We will negotiate terms and conditions of permanent museum quality local Revolutionary Era graphics loans.
c. We have provided an initial outline of Revolutionary Era significant local people, places, and events in Jasper-Hampton-Colleton-Beaufort area to consider for inclusion of the permanent museum graphics, but must all be approved by local scholars and the local museum or visitor’s center administration.
d. Charles & Donna met with Jami Boone, graphics artist, got ideas and pricing estimates.
e. Ivan Bennett and Joe Riddle agreed to serve as project managers for the Commission to develop a Jasper-Hampton-Colleton-Beaufort area Revolutionary Era history graphics.
